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Abstract

Wang Chengzhuan edited and compiled the Dongdu Shilue, a depiction of the

affairs of the nine emperors of the Northern Song dynasty. His work includes 20 his-

torical records, 5 accounts of aristocratic families, 150 biographies and 8 appendices.

It represents a reliable work of history by a Song non-official, and certain biogra-

phies contained within it have barely ever resurfaced in the works of the following

centuries. In addition, this ancient text records some 352 works by more than 150

authors in order. The article follows the layout of Dongdu Shilue and adds to each

work an explanation of the academic achievements of the original text. As these

works represent important literary contributions, perhaps one could use them to

understand the academic developments of that time. 
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
